Here is the explanation of maps in SPSS.

Once you've installed the MAPS module, it is fairly easy to draw 
maps. The module comes with two software: Geodictionary Manager 
and Geoset Manager. You can change map layers with Geoset 
Manager or create you own maps/layers with Geodictionary 
Manager.  Your data must match the geoset that is preset by 
default. This is called binding. So you need to check your data 
and make sure they are matched.

For us I think all default functions and maps are enough for 
basic analysis.

In SPSS program go to "Graphic" in Menu and then chose "MAP". 
You see a few choices of maps: Range of Values

Graduated Symbols
Dot Density
Individual Values
Bar Chart
Pie Chart
Multiple Themes

Choose whichever you want for your project. Once you get into 
the map window, only three fields need to fill up. Method: 
choose use geographic variables, Geographic Variate: drag you 
state variable into this field, Range of values (or any one of 
the above maps): drag your data variable into this field.  
That's it! Click OK, then you get a map in SPSS viewer.  Of 
course there are some options that you can change, need time to 
play with them. You can also edit your map in the viewer. 
Generally it takes a few clicks to give a map. No programming is 
necessary.
